CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

11. REMOVAL OF WATER

1. SCOPE

The work shall consist of the removal of surface water and ground water as needed to perform the required construction in accordance with the specifications.  It shall include:  (1)  building and maintaining all necessary temporary impounding works, channels, and diversions,  (2)  furnishing, installing and operating all necessary pumps, piping, and other facilities and equipment, and  (3)  removing all such temporary works and equipment after they have served their purposes.

2. DIVERTING SURFACE WATER

Stream flow and surface water shall be diverted through or around the construction site and away from the work area while construction is in progress.  Cofferdams, channels, flumes, sumps, and other temporary diversion and protective works shall be built, maintained and operated for this purpose.

3. DEWATERING THE CONSTRUCTION SITE

All parts of the construction site shall be dewatered and kept free from standing water or excessively muddy conditions as necessary for the proper execution of the construction work by the use of sumps, pumps, casings, well points and other systems used either singly or in combination.  The method or methods used shall prevent the loss of fines from the foundation area.

4. DEWATERING BORROW AREAS

The borrow areas shall be maintained in a drainable condition or otherwise provide for timely and effective removal of surface and ground water that accumulates within the borrow areas from any source.

5. EROSION AND POLLUTION CONTROL

Removal of water from the construction site, including the borrow areas, shall be accomplished in such a manner that erosion and the transmission of sediment and other pollutants are minimized.  Temporary bridges or culverts shall be installed at live stream crossings to allow equipment to cross streams without fording them.
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6. REMOVAL OF TEMPORARY WORKS

Unless otherwise specified, all temporary works shall be removed or leveled and graded to the extent required to present a sightly appearance.  The completed work will not provide an obstruction to the flow of water or interfere with the operation of or access to the permanent works.
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
