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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
SHORT TERM STORAGE OF ANIMAL WASTE AND BYPRODUCTS

Temporary, non-structural measures used to store solid or semi-solid, organic agricultural waste or manure (stackable livestock and poultry manure, bedding, litter, spilled feed, or soil mixed with manure) on a short-term basis between collection and utilization. This is a one year practice although short term storage may be performed in subsequent years in conformance with a Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP) or Nutrient Management Plan (NMP) and the following

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

· Stockpiled material shall be properly utilized in conformance with the CNMP or NMP.

· Manure will be removed from the stockpile and utilized at locations, times, rates, and quantities in accordance with the overall waste management system plan.

· Removal and disposition of manure shall be accomplished with the least environmental damage during the normal stockpile period.  

· Establish vegetation on areas disturbed by removal of the stockpiled material. 


· Replace of plastic or polyethylene covering which will deteriorate over time. Dispose of damaged liners and covers in conformance with local laws and regulations.  

· Reconstruct soil pads if soil material is inadvertently removed during the manure removal process.
 
· Where geomembranes are used to line the pad, care shall be taken during removal of the stored material to not damage the geomembrane. Repair any damage to the geomembrane promptly.  

· Inspect and repair, as needed, the pad, cover, and adjacent area after each major storm event. 

· Maintain the area surrounding the field stockpile area in such a manner to prevent ponding of water and to ensure runoff is diverted from the stockpile area.

· Record keeping shall be performed for the hauling of stockpiled material from one geographical area to another including:
1. the type, and amount of material transferred;
2. the solids percentage of the material;
3. the date of the transfer; 
4. the name and address of the source and destination of the material; and 
5. the condition of the material as left at the destination (spread, stockpiled and covered, etc.).
