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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
MONITORING WELL – CODE 353

Monitoring Wells are installed for sampling and monitoring ground water conditions. The estimated life span of the installation is at least 15 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:


GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


· As a minimum monitoring and sampling shall be performed annually.

· Maintain records with the O&M Plan or as prescribed by applicable regulations.

· Make certain that the well cover is securely in place following sampling.

· Maintain guard posts or fences installed to protect the well head.

· Maintain buffers and protective vegetation in the design condition.

· Maintain positive drainage away from well head.

· Do not park equipment nor handle, spread or store potential contaminants within buffer areas.

· Repair or replace rusted or damaged metal.  Protect by painting.

· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage.
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
