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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

HEDGEROW PLANTING - CODE 422
Inspections and maintenance are required to obtain the intended functions of a Hedgerow Planting.  A maintenance program shall be followed that is consistent with the purpose of this practice, its intended life, and criteria for its design.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 15-year design life of a Hedgerow Planting is:

· Control undesired weed species, especially state listed noxious weeds.

· Vegetation shall be protected from unwanted fire and grazing throughout its life span.
· Pests shall be monitored and controlled.

· Periodic applications of nutrients may be needed to maintain plant vigor.

· Renovation activities shall be scheduled to prevent disturbance during the wildlife nesting season.

· Supplemental planting may be required when survival is too low to produce a continuous hedgerow.
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
