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SPRING DEVELOPMENT – CODE 574

Spring Developments provide for the collection of water to supply a conservation need.. The estimated life span of the installation is at least 20 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:


GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


· As a minimum inspect spring developments annually.

· Maintain collection area free of contaminants.

· Inspect collection system including any gravel trenches, filters, screens, impervious barriers, and piping for proper functioning.

· Inspect spring box for soundness and quality of water.
  
· Maintain covers and seals to prevent insects and rodents from contact with the water. Correct any conditions permitting entry of sediment, debris, insects or rodents.

· Maintain all screens, filters and water level control devices in good working condition. Replace if damaged.

· Precaution and care is needed to prevent herbicides, insecticides and other pollutants from contaminating the water.

· Protect system and components from freezing.

· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage.
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
