This precision land forming system was designed and installed to improve surface drainage and control erosion. The estimated life span of this installation is        years.  The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance plan.

This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance and may also require operational items to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

General Recommendations:

· Make periodic checks on drainage structures (field ditches, grasses waterways, etc.) to insure that siltation is not occurring.
· Remove rodents or burrowing animals.  Repair any damage caused by their activities.
· Repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage to the field.
· Minor maintenance to maintain the required field slopes.
