[bookmark: Text26]A properly operated and maintained salinity and sodic soil management system is an asset to your farm.  This soil management system was designed and installed to improve soil health.  The estimated life span of this installation is         years.  The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance plan.

This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance and may also require operational items to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

General Recommendations:

· Fields must be monitored annually with a standard soil test (SAR) to determine effectiveness of the practice and the need to change leaching amounts and/or methods.
· Irrigation water should be monitored over the irrigation season to understand the seasonal changes of water tables and surface water systems as they contribute to concentrate salts.
