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Pahranagat roundtail chub-Endangered



Description:


Pahranagat roundtail chub is a small fish that reaches lengths of about 16.5 cm (6.5 in). It has a somewhat elongated body.  Its back is slightly elevated, with the head depressed.  The upper lip is just below the level of eye orbit.  Its eyes are small, round, and anterior.  This chub has no nuchal hump. The pectoral fins do not reach the ventral fins, and the caudal fin is forked. The dorsal fin is set a little back of the ventral fins. Its coloring is greenish with black blotches. Portions of the proximal fin are whitish, as is the belly.  The fish is scaled completely. 

Habitat:


This fish is found in freshwater springs.

Range:

It is found in Crystal Spring, Pahranagat Valley, Lincoln County, Nevada. 
Breeding:


Not much is known about its reproductive cycle.

Diet:

This type of chub is considered the largest carnivorous fish in the upper part of the White River system. It feeds mainly on insects and the associated springfish, Crenichthys baileyi (White River springfish).
Conservation Status:


This chub may possibly be extinct.  Its main threat is habitat loss.
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
