of lesser prairie-chicken and that meets the Conservation Measures outlined in the Lesser 

Prairie-Chicken (LPC) Initiative Biological Opinion providing ESA predictability.

 Install in accordance with Job Sheet design and specifications provided by NRCS. 

 Notify NRCS upon project completion.  

 Regularly monitor and control State-listed noxious and invasive plants. 

 Provide required maintenance to ensure the function of the practice as designed.
