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Purpose: This practice will be applied to provide water for livestock to facilitate proper use of 

vegetation through grazing distribution and to provide alternative sources of livestock water to meet 

the daily animal requirements. The water provided by the well is also used as a part of a watering 

system that includes watering facilities, pipeline and pumping plant. 

 
I. NRCS will: 

 Assist producers with development of a water well consistent with NRCS Conservation 

Practice Standard and Specification: Water Well Code 642. 

 Prepare a design for the development of a water well that meets the Conservation 

Measures outlined in the Lesser Prairie-Chicken (LPC) Initiative Biological Opinion 

providing ESA predictability.

 Notify NRCS upon completion of practice. 

 Provide required maintenance to ensure the function of the practice as designed.
