Extensive amount of fencing (other than that 
needed to restrict access at the site of ingress) is not included in this scenario, but instead will be planned and installed with the Fence 
practice (382).

Roads are damaged or misused, illegal activities occur and/or forest resources are at risk.    Resource concerns include undesirable plant 
productivity and health, concentrated flow erosion, soil compaction, excessive sediment in surface waters, and wildlife habitat degradation.

After Situation:
Roads are protected, illegal activities are stopped and/or forest resources are secure.

Scenario Description:
Restricting human access to a field/farm/property through use of gates, signage and other markings.  The perimeter is marked with paint 
(at 100 foot intervals), signs at points of ingress and a gate installed to limit access to the property.  Surveying is not necessary.  

Before Situation:
A 20 acre tract (field, farm. forests, etc.) is being damaged or misused by illegal activities that put the resources/property at risk or needs 
controlled access due to an active management operation such as pest management or timber harvesting.   Resource concerns include 
undesirable plant productivity and health, excessive sediment in surface waters, concentrated flow erosion, and wildlife habitat 
degradation. 

After Situation:
The property is adequately marked, gated and protected, illegal activities are stopped and/or forest resources are secure.

Gravel burms are placed to hault vehicle 
traffic along with a metal barrier.  The perimeter is marked with paint and signs at points of ingress.  Surveying is not necessary.

A 20 acre tract (field, farm. forests, etc.) is being damaged or misused by illegal activities that put the resources/property at risk or needs 
controlled access due to an active management operation such as pest management or timber harvesting.  Resource concerns include 
undesirable plant productivity and health, excessive sediment in surface waters, concentrated flow erosion, and wildlife habitat 
degradation.
