	Nest boxes may be constructed or purchased.  For the planning area, it is recommended that at least XX nesting boxes be used.  Barn Owls are not territorial so additional nest boxes can be placed close together.
Construction
· ¾” plywood, screwed and glued to seal gaps
· Min 2 ft sq, bigger is better
· Stain or paint the outside only 
· Sun shade on top and back
· 4x3” elliptical entrance hole located on the top half of the box
· Internal predator baffle
· Top and bottom ventilation holes
· NO perch on the outside to prevent predators from entering

Placement
· Use a steel pole 8 feet or more or mount to a building
· Face East
· Locate within 100 yards of a nursery tree or perch
· Place at the edge of your fields
· Avoid roads

*Barn Owls are not bothered by routine farm operations or household activity so boxes can be placed around headquarters, however, the area under the box will get quite messy from fecal material and the babies make a lot of noise.
Additional considerations: If you continue to use rodenticides after Barn Owls have moved in do not use bait that accumulates in rodents systems after several feedings, use a fast-acting bait that kills rodents in their tunnel.

	Operation, Maintenance, and Monitoring:  At a minimum, structures will be inspected semi-annually and after major storms, and necessary maintenance, including removal of debris, shall be performed.  Additional O&M: Boxes will need to be cleaned annually to remove old nesting material.  Cleaning should be done after owlets have fledged in July or August.  Wear gloves and a dust mask when cleaning.  Paint and maintain box as needed.
