R or Req?
The erosion processes in the Northwestern Wheat and Range Region (NWRR), adjacent areas with similar climate, and certain other areas of the western U.S. are different from those in other regions.  Erosion from rainfall and/or snowmelt on thawing cropland, construction sites, and other sites of highly disturbed soils in this region is much greater than expected based on standard R values.  Therefore, equivalent R values, or Req values, are used to apply RUSLE2 to these special conditions.
Shaded areas use Req in RUSLE2.  Additionally, although not reflected on this map, Malheur County should also use Req.
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
