Section II 

4. Threatened and Endangered Species Lists
The Threatened and Endangered Species Lists identify Federal and State listed species in Oregon.

Endangered species are species in danger of extinction throughout all, or a significant portion of its range.  A threatened species is likely to become endangered within the foreseeable future throughout all, or a significant portion, of its range.  A proposed species (either threatened or endangered) are species proposed for listing under the Endangered Species Act.  NRCS’s concern for these species will not be limited to those listed by USDI, NOAA and others published in the Federal Resister, but will include species designated by state agencies as rare, threatened, endangered, etc.
The disappearance of any of these species would be a biological, cultural or economic loss.  Their existence contributes to scientific knowledge and understanding, and their presence adds interest and variety to life.




One of the hazards to threatened and endangered species is the destruction or deterioration of their habitat by human activities.  Human activities may continue as long as practices or actions are selected to minimize adverse impacts to threatened and endangered species.

Section 7 consultation will occur when NRCS actions have an effect on listed or proposed species.
