Syrup (MS), and Nursery and Greenhouse (NGH) operations. All others fall under the
Agricultural Enterprises (AE) “Construction Specifications” and “Instructions for use” . Only
one Design and Check Data Requirements sheet was developed to cover all agricultural
enterprises. This information will provide specific technical guidelines to which all NRCS
personnel and contracted personnel in Pennsylvania will adhere.
