Revision OF SECTION I of the FOTG/eFOTG
Section I of Hawaii’s and the Pacific Basin’s FOTG/eFOTG has been revised and combined into one for the entire Pacific Islands Area (PI).  
The initial intent of the revision was to add some new Highly Erodible Land (HEL) determination information.  Along the way it was decided to also combine the contents of the Hawaii and the Pacific Basin Section I as a move towards one PI FOTG/eFOTG.  New sub-sections were created to organize the combined contents: Pacific Islands Area, Hawaii, and Pacific Basin.   Other revisions included the addition or update of links to websites and the creation of new PI Table of Contents and Introductions.   Much of the existing Hawaii and Pacific Basin Section I contents were combined as is, without revision.  The intent is to better integrate the sections as the contents are revised.  Other sections of the FOTG/eFOTG will be similarly updated and merged.

The official copy of the FOTG is maintained on the Electronic FOTG (eFOTG).  Pacific Island Area offices are not required to maintain a paper copy.  The eFOTG website has not yet been updated to reflect the PI merger, thus Hawaii and the Pacific Basin still have their own separate eFOTG websites.  Both sites will have the same Section I contents.
