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Introduction

This section includes worksheet which may be used to document proposed solutions and probable consequences for major, local resource settings. Several forms are used to collect and display this information. 

1. NRCS-CPA-50 Site Specific Practice Effects worksheet (SSPEW). This worksheet is used to list the effectiveness of conservation practices in resolving identified natural resource problems.  The effectiveness is based on the Conservation Practice Physical Effects values from the SmarTech CPPE application: https://smartech.sc.egov.usda.gov/cppe.aspx. 
Exhibit 4 is an example completed SPPEW with instructions.
2. NRCS-CPA-51 Conservation Management Systems Options.  This worksheet is used to combine conservation practices having the potential to solve the resource problems listed on the SSPEW into alternative conservation systems.  The different combinations of practices become RMS options when the quality criteria have been achieved for all the identified and predictable resource problems.  
Exhibit 5 is an example options worksheet with instructions.
3. NRCS-CPA-53 Conservation Effects Benchmark Management System.  This worksheet documents the resource setting, resource problems before treatment, and the benchmark condition which is the present management and the effects of the management. 

4. NRCS-CPA-54 Conservation Effects Treatment Options.  This worksheet documents the anticipated effects of the proposed management actions in a treatment options and documents the impacts of the actions in comparison to the benchmark condition.

The worksheets may be used by planners to help develop and evaluate the effectiveness of alternative systems.  The client may use the worksheets to select an alternative system to implement. 
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
