Considerations
	- CC mixes need to stirred occasionally to prevent small seeds from settling to the bottom and causing poor seed distribution
- Diversity should be a consideration when selecting species to plant. Ex: cotton in the Summer, consider a grass like cereal rye in Fall since cotton is a broadleaf.
-CC that is predominately legumes is not recommended prior to planting a legume such as peanuts or soybeans
-CC provides maximum benefit if terminated just prior to full maturity ex: dough stage in small grains or bloom in clover
