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Forest Land 

Planning Resource Management Systems

Successful resource management on forestland is the correct application of a combination of practices that will meet the needs of the forest land ecosystem – the soil, water, air, plant, and animal resources, and the objectives of the land user.  Quality criteria that must be met on forest land for each of the resource concerns is explained in Section III of the Field Office Technical Guide.  A Resource Management System (RMS) is developed by selecting a combination of the ESSENTIAL, plus the DESIRABLE or NEEDED practices, or both, whose combined effects will meet the criteria for each resource.
