Exhibit 1 “Potential To Cause Effects On Cultural Resources” and “South Dakota (SD) Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Policy for Cultural Resources Compliance Regarding the NRCS Preparation of Highly Erodible Land (HEL) Sodbusting Plans” have been placed on the eFOTG under Section II, Cultural Resources Information, South Dakota Cultural Resources Procedures Manual.
Attached is the revised version of EXHIBIT 1.  POTENTIAL TO CAUSE EFFECTS ON CULTURAL RESOURCES” updated 8/2005, to the April 2003 State Level Agreement (SLA) between the South Dakota State Historic Preservation Office and the South Dakota Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).  Please update your files as the older version is now obsolete. 
Changes to the August 2005 revised EXHIBIT 1 include updates on new/changed practice names and codes, splits some categories down by temporary/permanent practice (Code 516), whether there is ground disturbance associated with the practice (Codes 327, 342, 378, 390, and 645), and clarifies that tree/shrub establishment is an undertaking (Code 612).  Please note that while Waste Storage Facilities (Code 313) are still undertakings requiring a field inspection, existing feedlots (areas obviously subject to substantial previous disturbances) with no significant change of use proposed, will NOT require a field review.  The list also identifies that there is a separate (and new) policy for cultural resources reviews for sodbusting determinations on unbroken land where direct technical assistance is provided (i.e., NRCS provides the plan).

Also, attached is “South Dakota (SD) Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Policy for Cultural Resources Compliance Regarding the NRCS Preparation of Highly Erodible Land (HEL) Sodbusting Plans.”  Referenced in this document is “Environmental Compliance for Conservation Programs” informational material which will be issued in South Dakota Bulletin No. SD180-5-24 next week.
