The SD-SSC-1 and SD-SSC-2 Cultural Resources Database has been revised for use in FY2006 and has been placed directly on the eFOTG, in Section II, Cultural Resources, under SD-SSC-1 and SD-SSC-2 Cultural Resources Database.
Field offices should place this database (2006_Cultural_Resource_database) on their local NRCS shared drive; the link is S:\Service_Center\NRCS_Directives_System\420_Social_Sciences. 
The following are the changes and reasons for changes to database:

These revisions have come from suggestions from the field offices and the state historic preservation office (SHPO) after reviewing the forms this past year for the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP).  These changes are being made to make the forms database more user-friendly and at the same time, satisfy partner SHPO and field requests.  There was also an honest attempt to NOT change the database format dramatically so people would feel like they had to learn a new form.

Most noticeable changes include the following:

1.
Multiple entry spaces for a project containing more than one township and range; 

2.
A practice description entry if more information is required, such as project dimension; 

3.
General changes in entry boxes, such as removing “single transect” selection under “Survey Methodology,” etc.; 

4.
A search scroll feature to allow one to find a project by landowner name and the project number; 

5.
A print form feature; 

6.
Internet database links on the “Forms” menu for the Archaeological Resources Management System, national, and state registers; 

7.
A new variable to identify whether a project is for conservation planning (no project location or just proposed practices) or Tribal pre-consultation and which categories do not have to be filled out; 

8.
A query page for CRP projects.
