On August 30, 2007, Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) State Conservationist, Janet L. Oertly, and South Dakota State Historic Preservation Officer (SDSHPO), Jay D. Vogt, signed a new State Level Agreement (SLA) to streamline NRCS conservation project cultural resource reviews.  The agreement – tailored to local conditions and resources unique to SD – will aid NRCS in providing timely services to its agriculturally-dependent, diverse clientele while protecting cultural resources.  The SLA was made possible by the Nationwide Programmatic Agreement among NRCS, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, and the National Conference of SHPO and encourages each NRCS state conservationists to work with the SHPO, Tribal Historic Preservation Officers, and governments of Indian Tribes to reach mutually acceptable agreements or consultation protocols.
The SLA has been updated and placed in Section II, Cultural Resources, under South Dakota Cultural Resources Procedures Manual.  The new SLA revisions do not alter current procedures.  Exhibit 1, in the new SLA, replaces all previous ones.
