The Nutrient Management (590) standard has been revised and placed in the eFOTG.
After the April of 2007 issue of the revised Nutrient Management (590) standard, the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), in South Dakota (SD), received a request by several organizations and groups to accept further comment and review of the standard as it pertained to frozen ground manure applications in SD. 

With the completion of the comment review, subcommittee assignments, and final review by the State Technical Committee, the following changes where incorporated into the standard: 


On page 3 of the standard under “Nutrient Application Methods” the following 
statement has been added to explain the reasoning behind winter manure applications.


“Incidental winter application of solid manure, waste feed materials, snow, and ice will be allowed to facilitate the proper operation of open beef feedlots by allowing producers to clean along feed bunks, watering areas, and allow removal of snow and ice from the open lots.” 

In addition to the above statement, the restriction for winter manure applications to be no more than 400 tons has been removed from the standard and a statement has been added that restricts winter manure applications to be no more than 10 percent of the annual manure production. 

Finally, setback distances for named lakes, rivers, and perennial streams have been expanded to 1,000 feet.
