The following Threatened and Endangered Species information has been placed directly on the eFOTG, Section II, under Threatened and Endangered Species:

South Dakota Procedures for Threatened, Endangered, and Other Special Concern Species:  Implementation Guidance (Chapter 3).  Chapter 3 of the Section 7 Programmatic was significantly changed.  Specific changes focus on the Topeka shiner and to a lesser extent the whooping crane.  The Topeka shiner area of concern has been substantially reduced for most conservation practices to a 50-foot buffer (on priority streams A and B) and 500-foot buffer on the Big Sioux mainstem.  The Topeka shiner buffer areas were developed as a Geographic Information Systems (GIS) shape file and will be served through the GIS portion of the Planning Tool.  The GIS staff will notify field offices when the information is available.  Field offices may continue to use the Topeka shiner maps; however, in the future, these maps will no longer be issued.  Effects determinations were also changed on certain conservation practices.  The whooping crane Conditions for Implementing Conservation Practice has been removed.
