The SD-SSC-1 and SD-SSC-2 Cultural Resources Database has had practice names/numbers and some program names revised for use in Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 and has been placed directly on the South Dakota (SD) electronic Field Office Technical Guide (eFOTG), Section II, D.  Cultural Resources Information under SD-SSC-1 and SD-SSC-2 Cultural Resources Database.  This is to be utilized for all FY2010 cultural resource projects.  Please remember that a SD-ECS-17, Authorization for NRCS Release of Cooperator Case File Information for Threatened and Endangered Species, Cultural Resource, and National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) Consultations, form is required for all projects that are undertakings with the potential to affect historic properties/cultural resources.

Attached is the revised version of Exhibit 1 (9/2009) of the State Level Agreement (SLA) (September 2007) between the SD State Historic Preservation Office and the SD Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).  This revision accommodates practice name, number, or standard changes that routinely happen throughout the year.  For convenience, when part of an NRCS undertaking with the potential to affect historic properties, Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP) enhancements have also been identified which may require cultural resource review.  Please update your files as the older version is now obsolete.  This has also been placed on the eFOTG, Section II, D.  Cultural Resources Information, under the folder SD Cultural Resources Procedures Manual.

Also, attached is “South Dakota Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Standard Treatment for the following conservation practice:  Brush Management – Mechanical.”  Standard treatments can be applied by the NRCS for certain practices to assist them in complying with provisions of the SLA and Section 106.  Using standard treatments in the planning and design of NRCS undertakings, as a best practice, may allow the NRCS to make a finding of no adverse effects for the relevant aspects of the undertaking and streamline the review process.  This has also been placed on the eFOTG, Section II, D.  Cultural Resources Information, under the folder SD Cultural Resources Procedures Manual.
