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Operation and maintenance activities are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an effective operation and maintenance program that includes periodic inspections.
Items to inspect and maintain during the 15 year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:  
1. Make regular inspections and perform maintenance and repairs on all components promptly.
2. Maintain all gutters and downspouts free from foreign material that reduces their capacity and ability to function.  
3. Maintain all fasteners to securely hold all gutters and downspouts in place.  
4. Maintain all underground conveyance lines free from debris and obstructions.  
5. Maintain all screens and strainers in place and in good working condition.
6. Maintain all gutters and downspouts in good working condition.
7. Remove any trees or branches that deposit debris and reduce the capacity of the system.
8. Inspect area below discharge of downspouts for erosion and instability.  Repair as needed.
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
