This document links the 2004 updated soil survey to the 1990 frozen HEL soils list referenced
by the e-FOTG and other documents. Use the "1957 Soil Survey Reference Symbol™ to make HEL
determinations from the 2004 Soil Survey maps by referencing the listed map unit on the frozen
1990 HEL list. These relationships are based on data gathered during the soil survey project
to the extent possible. There were a few instances where a direct conversion does not exist.
In those instances, a reference symbol/map unit was chosen to provide the correct HEL
classification.
