The USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) works with American Indian Nations and their issues dealing with natural resource protection.  NRCS in Texas works with tribes to establish a government to government relationship and provide assistance through applicable programs.

Texas has three federally recognized tribes—Alabama-Coushatta Tribe of Texas in Polk County; Kickapoo Traditional Tribe of Texas in Maverick County; and the Ysleto del Sur Pueblo as the Tigua Indian Reservation of Texas in El Paso County.  The field office structure, which serves these respective counties, is authorized to provide applicable assistance to the respective tribe.  Further assistance is provided by the respective Resource Conservation and Development Area (RC&D) which serves that tribe.

NRCS also provides assistance to American Indian people as individuals as private landowners or operators through its conservation programs and outreach opportunities.
