A properly operated and maintained Livestock Pipeline is an asset to your farm. This Livestock Pipeline was designed and installed to transfer water to where it may be utilized. The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years. The life of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.
This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance and may also require operational items to maintain satisfactory performance. Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.
GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS
Periodic inspections – check to make sure all valves and air vents are set at the proper operating condition so they may provide protection to the pipeline.
Maintain all screens and filters in good working condition and promptly repair or replace.
Maintain the design depth of cover over the pipeline.
Limit traffic over the pipeline to designated sections that were designed for traffic loads. Mark these crossing locations.
Avoid travel over pipeline by tillage equipment when the soil is saturated.
Avoid any subsoiling operation that may disturb the pipeline. 
Drain all system components in areas that are subject to freezing. If sections of the system cannot be drained, an anti-freeze solution or appropriate method will be used.
Monitor cathodic protection system as appropriate.  
For any above-ground portions of pipeline, specific attention shall be monitored for hazards such as abrasions due to thermal expansion and contractions; kinking, gouging or cutting due to traffic; freeze damage; exposure to ultraviolet radiation of the sun; fire damage; and vandalism.
Filling and/or draining procedures for pipeline operation shall be done with care and observation of critical components and appurtenances.  Specific details of allowable flowrate and appurtenance operation during various phases of the filling and/or draining process should be used to assure the safe filling and/or draining of the pipeline are described below as appropriate.
