A properly operated and maintained Water Well is an asset to your farm. This Water Well was designed and installed to provide water for utilization. The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years. The life of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.
This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance and may also require operational items to maintain satisfactory performance. Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.
GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS
Well construction records shall be kept and maintained with this Operation and Maintenance Plan.
Periodic inspections for well performance to include but not limited to – Decline in discharge, static level, maximum pumping level and pressure that are outside the acceptable limits for the well design;  Appearance of sediment that may damage the well, pump, or appurtenances;  Changes in water quality including odor, color, taste, and chemistry;  Presence of algae or iron bacteria.
Ensure no agricultural chemicals such as fertilizers and pesticides are stored or mixed or containers rinsed within a 150 foot radius of the wellhead.
Maintain all screens and filters in good working condition and promptly repair or replace.
Keep the well cover securely in place.
Protect the area from being damaged by machinery, vehicles or livestock.
All fences, railings and/or warning signs shall be maintained to provide warning and/or prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry.
Do not allow any foreign debris to accumulate in the immediate vicinity. 
Maintain soil and vegetative covering surrounding the well head as appropriate.
Eradicate or otherwise remove all rodents or burrowing animals. Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.  
Repair or replace rusted or damaged metal and paint.
Keep all surface water from entering or accumulating in the immediate vicinity of the well site.
A maintenance record shall be maintained which includes chronological statements describing identified problems, corrective actions taken, to include specific capacity of well before and after corrective action. All unacceptable conditions shall be addressed in a timely manner.
