[bookmark: _GoBack]Notes: Species are suitable for areas with 10-18 inches of precipitation.  Ensure a seed mix has early, mid, and late flowering species.  Additional native species should be considered on a site by site basis (See Plants for Pollinators 2014).  A pollinator seed mix (PLT 15) should not contain more the 15% PLS per ft2 of grasses (total for all species) and 15% PLS per ft2 of alfalfa, yarrow, flax, and sunflower combined.  Mix with more grasses for herbaceous buffer enhancements.  See State Biologist for a Mojave (MLRA D30) list or for assistance on areas with less than 10 inches or more than 18 inches of precipitation.
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
