General Information.  The updated standard is dated September 1997.  It replaces the standard dated June 1997.  Four minor changes have been made to the June 1997 version.  They are as follows:





Changed the STP guidelines slightly.


Changed "15 to 30 days" to "a minimum of 15 days" under guideline 3 for heavy one time applications.


Changed wording under soil testing criteria from "to monitor P2O5 and K2O levels", to "to monitor P2O5 levels".


Under Operation, Safety, and Maintenance changed wording of the first guideline to, "Avoid spreading on heavy to medium textured soils that are wet in order to reduce the potential for soil compaction.”
