SUBJECT:  TCH-FOTG, SECTION III – QUALITY CRITERIA

Purpose.  To transmit newly revised Section III Quality Criteria

Effective Date.  Begin using immediately.

General Information.  In August 2003, NHQ mandated that states revise their quality criteria.  NHQ provided a national template for the new criteria.  The new template provided a consistent manner in which all states are to display their quality criteria.  The new template also changed some of the categories and definitions from the old criteria.  An important addition to the criteria is the listing of the assessment tools that may be used within each state to determine the extent of the resource concern.  States were given until October 2003 to revise the criteria and post it to the eFOTG.  Utah accomplished this task and posted the criteria accordingly.  Minor revisions have been made recently and have been reposted to the eFOTG.

Filing Instructions.  Please route to all employees and then file in Section III – Resource Quality Criteria behind the correct resource concern (soil, water, air, plants, and animals).  It should be noted that the official copy will now be filed in the eFOTG in Section III – Quality Criteria.  Archive the existing quality criteria contained in individual soil, water, air, plant, and animal sections.  Write on the front page of the old criteria, “Archive – For reference only – Refer to the eFOTG for the most current version of quality criteria.”
