SUBJECT:  ECS-NUTRIENT MANAGEMENT (590) PRACTICE STANDARD

Purpose. To transmit the recently updated Nutrient Management (590) Practice Standard.

Effective Date. Begin using immediately.

General Information. The changes that were made to the standard are:

· Updated the certification criteria to match existing policy.
· Changed the requirement for soil tests from being sent to a lab that participates in the North American Proficiency Testing Program (NAPT) to a lab that is participating in the NAPT-PAP Program.

· Updated Appendix A with only those labs that are participating in the NAPT-PAP Program

· Changed the application criteria for soils over 100 ppm soil test phosphorus from "no application" to "50% of crop phosphorus utilization".  This criteria will now allow application of manure to land with high levels of phosphorus but at a rate that should cause phosphorus levels to drop over time.  Farmers should still be encouraged to apply no manure when soil test phosphorus levels are over 100 ppm.
· Changed the requirement to maintain records from three to five years in order to be consistent with the new National CAFO regulations.
