SUBJECT:  PROCEDURES FOR DOCUMENTING Effects DETERMINATIONS FOR UTAH SENSITIVE SPECIES ON THE UT-CPA-52

Purpose:  To establish procedures for documenting “no effect,” “not likely to adversely affect” or “likely to adversely affect” determinations for threatened, endangered, and other Utah sensitive species and complying with related policy.

Effective Date:  Begin using immediately.

Background:  NRCS policy contained in the General Manual Title 190 – Part 410.22 (e) states that the implementation of conservation programs through planning and application of conservation practices and measures shall provide for the conservation of Federally listed and proposed species and designated and proposed critical habitat to the extent practicable, as well as State species of concern. 

Determinations of “no effect” made by NRCS do not require consultation with the US Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act (ESA), but do require documentation of the best scientific and commercial data available to support these determinations.

Procedures:  A new Threatened and Endangered Species Help Sheet on the UT-CPA-52 provides step-by-step instructions and guidance for documenting effects, following NRCS policy, and determining if a Section 7 consultation with FWS is necessary.  This Help Sheet is to be completed along with the UT-CPA-52 for all Conservation Plans and Contract Support Documents.
