Purpose.  To transmit information regarding the recently developed Utah Climate Graphing Tool V1.2
Effective Date.  Effective immediately.

General Information.  
A new tool has been developed recently to be used to view and compare multiple climate data in both a tabular and graphical format.  The tool can be used for a variety of purposes.  It will help with building ecological site descriptions, can be used to compare climates at up to four different locations, help planners determine critical erosion periods, frost free seasons, determine optimum planting times, and identify periods of snow cover.  The tool displays graphical and tabular information for over 280 stations.  Information contained in the tool includes average monthly min/max temperatures, precipitation, snowfall and depth, growing degree days, frost free days, and spring and fall dates for minimum temperatures of 36, 32, 28, and 24 degrees.  The data can be printed out in hardcopy form if desired or copied and inserted into word documents.
