SUBJECT:  ENG – CHANGE IN NATIONAL/UTAH CONSERVATION PRACTICE STANDARDS
Purpose:  To provide notice of changes in Conservation Practice Standards posted on the eFOTG.
Effective Date:  Begin using immediately.

Background:  NHCP Notice 141 changed several standards.  430HH Irrigation Water Conveyance, Rigid Gated Pipeline was removed and replaced with Above Ground, Multi-Outlet Pipeline (431).  The old 430HH standard will be archived in eFOTG and the new 431 standard will be posted on eFOTG.  All new contracts with gated pipe should use the new standard.

 

In addition, Code 441 Irrigation System, Microirrigation was modified.  The new version is also posted on eFOTG and should be used on all new drip systems as well.
