SUBJECT:  New Utah Energy Practice Standards

Purpose:  To transmit the recently approved Utah Practice Standard for Conservation Power Plant (Code 716).

Effective Date:  Begin using the new standard immediately.

Background:  Conservation practice standards establish the minimum acceptable level of quality in planning, designing, installing, operating, and maintaining conservation practices.  This interim Utah Standard was developed as an interim and will need to be evaluated before it becomes a national standard.  It was based on a similar interim standard from Colorado and has been modified for Utah.
 

Conservation Power Plant (Code 716):  This standard covers the use of wind, solar, biogas and hydro power plants for on-farm energy usage.  The standard covers the installation of the power plant and all of the related structures.  The standard is limited to 500 kW (kilowatts) or less and no more than 150 percent of the annual peak power needs.
