Purpose:  To provide a means of recording and transmitting specifications for planting trees and shrubs from bare root or container stock or cuttings.
Effective Date:  Begin using immediately.

Background:  Conservation practice standards establish the minimum acceptable level of quality in planning, designing, installing, operating, and maintaining conservation practices.  Conservation practice specifications are site-specific guides that establish the technical details and work required to install the conservation practice in accordance with the requirements of the conservation practice standard.  Information in the conservation practice standard guides the development of the specifications.  Specifications sheets provide a method of recording these specifications and transmitting them to NRCS clients. 

Procedures:  Specification sheets for recording and transmitting specifications are now available for use with the following Conservation Practices:
