Record the effect of each alternative on the concerns listed, quantifying where possible.  Consider and document both short-term and long-term consequences for all foreseeable direct, indirect, and cumulative effects.  If a change to the concern is predicted, then estimate the amount.  Professional judgment should be used where Planning Criteria or other tools are not available.
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Consider potential effects to wildlife from installation and operations of installed practices NRCS actions, such as fence collision risk, irrigation efficiency reduces wetlands or instream flows, additional water sources on the landscape alter predator-prey relationships, brush management removes woody vegetation preferred by some species, ingress/egress and staging, etc.
