Conservation practice physical effects including site specific data with quantified or narratively described effects for each of the five resources is inserted behind the corresponding resource title. Producer experiences of resource situations where conservation is successfully applied,
instructions and technical notes such as those for developing case studies, and for following the Conservation Effects for Decision-making (CED) procedures are also in this section.
