Filing Instructions:  The FOTG Content Manager installed this module for each county in Section II of the E-FOTG.  County data will become accessible through FOTG as they are made part of AgACIS.
Explanation:  Access to readily available climate data for conservation planning is important in the planning process. AgACIS also provides climate interpretations for wetlands determinations, soil surveys, and engineering applications. The AgACIS module in the E-FOTG provides the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) access to historical and real-time daily climate data from the National Weather Service (NWS) Cooperative Observer Program (COOP) Network (accessible through the NWS Web site at http://www.nws.noaa.gov); the NRCS SNOwpack TELemetry (SNOTEL) Network (accessible at http://www.wcc.nrcs.usda.gov/snow/); and the NRCS Soil Climate Analysis Network (SCAN) (accessible at http://www.wcc.nrcs.usda.gov/scan/).
