SECTION 4
Land Treatment Element

This element identifies land treatment practices that are necessary for successful implementation of this Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP).  In order to develop an effective CNMP, land treatment practices should be included in this plan that address water management, nutrient levels in runoff, soil loss/erosion, and drainage.  This information can be developed in a table format or existing reports can be imported from the Conservation Plan.  This CNMP may, however, identify practices needed that are not currently included in the existing conservation plan.  In this case those practices must be identified in this element separate from the conservation plan.  
Land treatment practices are an integral part of this Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan.  Land treatment practices may include engineering practices and/or agronomic practices.  These practices should aid in the prevention of any wastes leaving the farm and entering surface waters or ground water.  Practices commonly identified for this purpose include, but are not limited to: cover crops, filter strips, buffers, grass waterways, no-till planting, reduced or minimum tillage, contour farming, contour buffer strips, crop rotations/sequence, and diversions.
