STREAM CROSSING
A properly maintained Stream Crossing is an asset to your property.  This stream crossing was designed and installed to help improved the water quality by allowing livestock and equipment to cross at specific areas.  The estimated life of this practice is at least 10 years.  The life of the practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good maintenance plan.
This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some requirements to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

Operation and Maintenance

1. Install and  maintain fences to direct livestock to use the crossing and not wander into the stream.
2. Maintain stone by replacing when necessary due to flood events.

3. Immediately repair any damage caused by vandalism, vehicle traffic or livestock movement.
