OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN

FOR

FOREST TRAILS & LANDINGS
Properly operated and maintained Forest Trails and Landings are an asset to your property.  This forest trail was designed and installed as a travel way for occasional access to facilitate forest management, and for light recreational use.  Landings have been designed to be stable and remain open for occasional use by heavy trucks and skidders.  The estimated life span of this practice is at least 5 years.  The life of the practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance. The following are some requirements to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

Operation and Maintenance

1. The forest trail and landing shall only be used on an occasional basis.  

2. Maintain the surface in a good condition, which includes periodic grading or repair of slopes to maintain drainage from the trail surface. Prevent ponding by grading to remove depressions and allowing surface water to drain off the travel area of the trail.  Fill low areas and re-grade, as needed, to maintain trail cross section.
3. Minimize usage during wet periods to limit damage of the trail or landing.

4. Waterbars shall be maintained as necessary.  Trails and landings shall be inspected after every entry with equipment to find and repair any damage to waterbars.
5. Remove debris from waterbars and culvert openings to prevent blockage of flow.
6. Immediately repair any damage to any earth or gravel fills, culverts or other appurtenances.

7. Reseed disturbed areas where required to maintain vegetative cover.
