Oil- and wood-fired heaters are used in orchards and vineyards for frost protection. Oil-fired heaters (sometimes known as “smudge pots”) include those burning diesel, kerosene, waste oil, and any other petroleum-based oils. Oil- and wood-fired heaters are relatively inefficient combustion sources that can produce excessive particulate matter emissions. Newer technologies for frost protection, such as fans, wind machines, and cleaner-burning heaters (e.g., propane-fired heaters) will either eliminate or greatly reduce particulate matter emissions.
