Mulch should be anchored with netting or with a light disk set straight so that the straw is pushed into the soil.
If the planting consists of trees or shrub, replace dead or dying plants as needed to maintain adequate canopy cover for erosion control.  Repair rills and gullies as needed.
2.	Keep noxious and brushy weeds from encroaching into the seeded areas by mowing at least once a year.  Delay mowing until after August 1 to avoid destroying wildlife nests.
3.	Keep livestock fenced out of all seeded and planted areas.
4.	If legumes eventually go out of seeded areas, topdress with 60 lb/ac nitrogen annually to maintain vigorous grass sod.
