1.	Remove debris from riser slots and orifice plate to prevent clogging of the underground outlet system.
2.	Do not install fence wire or other devices around the risers.
3.	Do not remove the orifice plate as this will overload the underground outlet system.
4.	Correct and maintain the ridges to their original cross section and depth to allow adequate control of the runoff.
5.	Maintain level ridges along the storage areas.
6.	Maintain the shape, depth, and designed channel grades to allow for adequate storage of runoff while maintaining safe velocities.
7.	Remove accumulated sediment in the channels and storage areas.
8.	Remove any trees, brush, sediment, or other obstructions from the outlet pipe area.
9.	Replace damaged or missing animal guards.
10.	Repair or replace any component of the underground outlet system that may be damaged by equipment or storm events.
11.	Maintain vegetative cover as outlined in Wisconsin Job Sheets 134, How to Establish and Maintain Introduced Grasses and Legumes, and 135, How to Establish and Maintain Native Grasses, Forbs and Legumes.
12.	Follow the planned Resource Management Systems to reduce sediment accumulation in the storage areas.
