1.	Make sure all valves, floats, overflows and drains are in good working conditions.  Repair damaged components as necessary.

2.	Install and maintain fences as needed to prevent livestock damage to the system and appurtenances. 

3.	Maintain the area adjacent to the tank in a stable, well-drained condition to prevent rutting, ponding and erosion from livestock use.  Maintain surface treatment for livestock footing.

4.	Maintain a minimum cover over all pipelines and drainlines.

5.	Check for and remove debris, algae, sludge, or other materials in the trough which may restrict the inflow or outflow system.

6.	Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage to system and appurtenances.

7.	Check for leaks and repair immediately.

8.	Winterize trough by emptying or adding material in storage area to allow for ice expansion without damage.

9.	Maintain escape ramp for birds and small animals.
