	Verify that the landowner or contractor notified all utilities prior to construction.  Document DIGGERS HOTLINE Ticket Number    	

	Obtain copies of PERMITS, or documentation that they aren’t needed.

	Inspect EROSION CONTROL PRACTICES (silt fence, etc.).  Document proper installation with photographs and diary notation.

MATERIALS
GEOTEXTILE MATERIALS. Verify that they comply with Wisconsin Construction Specification 13.  Obtain a material invoice with the required information, or a tag from the material itself, or a digital photograph of the tag.
SAND AND GRAVEL MATERIALS. Verify that they comply with sheet 	of the plan.  Document observations in the job diary.
 GRADED ROCK RIPRAP MATERIALS. Verify the GRADATION per procedure in section 4 of  Wisconsin Construction Specification 9.  Document the QUALITY of materials per sections 2 and 3 of Wisconsin Construction Specification 9.  
 CONCRETE MATERIALS.  Verify that the proposed mix design and all ingredients meet the requirements in Wisconsin Construction Specification 4.  Retain the documents for the case file.  Job Sheet 813 can be used.
 REINFORCING STEEL MATERIALS. Verify that they comply with sheet 	of the plan.  Obtain a tag from the material, or observe the markings on the bars and photograph or document observations in the job diary.  
	FERTILIZER.  Place tag in construction documentation file.  Document quantity.  Verify meets drawing WI-710 requirements.  150 lbs. of 20-10-10 per acre required.
	LIME.  Document quantity.  2 tons of 80 – 85 lime required.
	SEED.  Document species, quantities of pure live seed, and date seeded.  Verify that it meets requirements of WI-710 drawing.  Place seed tag in construction documentation file. 
	MULCH.  Document type used and quantity.





CONSTRUCTION
STAKE THE LAYOUT of the practice.  Set channel GRADES.

OBTAIN PROFILE AND CROSS-SECTIONS of completed excavation PRIOR TO LINER placement.  Minimum is one cross-section per design reach.  Verify: 

· Correct Grade – Planned grade 
· Channel Width –  Planned channel width 
· Side Slopes – Planned side slopes are 		: 1.
· Depth – Planned channel depth
· Final Length – Planned length 		  
OBSERVE THE GEOTEXTILE PLACEMENT.  Verify correct overlap and anchorage per plans and Wisconsin Construction Specification 13.  Obtain photographs or record observations in the job diary. 
OBSERVE THE REINFORCING STEEL PLACEMENT.  VERIFY CORRECT OVERLAP AND SPACING PER PLANS.  Obtain photographs or record observations in the job diary.
OBSERVE THE CONCRETE PLACEMENT.  Verify correct thickness per plans.  Collect batch tickets from every load, verify that material is the same as that which is certified.  Obtain photographs and record observations in the job diary.
OBSERVE THE SAND AND GRAVEL PLACEMENT.  Verify correct thickness per plans.  Obtain photographs and record observations in the job diary.
OBSERVE THE GRADED ROCK RIPRAP PLACEMENT.  Verify correct thickness per plans. Record height rock is dropped onto geotextile. 

FINAL INSPECTION
OBTAIN FINAL PROFILE AND CROSS-SECTIONS of completed practice AFTER LINER PLACEMENT.  Minimum is one cross-section per design reach.   
Verify correct liner thickness by taking cross-sections at the same station as sub-grade survey.
Verify a stable, adequate OUTLET.  Document with a notation in the job diary.  Photograph.
Verify that all disturbed areas not to be cropped are LIMED, FERTILIZED, SEEDED AND MULCHED.
               Document installed quantities (payment units) of the practices.  Note: Financial assistance programs may have payment units different than the e-FOTG conservation practice standards reporting units.
Document all of the above with photographs, data in engineering field book and job diary.
